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Footprints  

 I love this time of 

year!  Everything is turning 

that gorgeous spring green.  

The trees and flowers are blossoming.  

The birds are chirping.  It feels like a 

constant reminder of resurrection: of 

Jesus and in our own lives. 

 Itôs also the time when my jour-

ney with the confirmation class is com-

ing to a close.  The date of Confirma-

tion is always on Pentecost Sunday, 

which is the time we celebrate the send-

ing of the Holy Spirit and the beginning 

of the church.  It has been a joy to walk 

with these five young women as 

theyôve journeyed through the Bible, 

the basic tenets of the church, mission 

and outreach and this past week, 

prayer. 

 We talked first about ways in 

which we regularly pray.  When and 

how.  They, like most of us, pray in a 

sort of ad hoc way when necessary and 

perhaps once daily at a regular time.  

We talked about the benefit of that; and 

we talked about some other ways to 

pray as well.  We considered the 

prayers that others have created that we 

know the words to: the Lordôs Prayer, 

Jesusô prayer in the Garden of Geth-

semane ñThy Will, not mine, be done,ò 

the Serenity Prayer ï ñGod, grant me 

the serenity to accept things I cannot 

change, courage to change the things I 

can and the wisdom to know the differ-

ence.ò  We used a finger labyrinth, 

whereby you trace a labyrinth pattern 

with your finger or a pen.  We talked 

about the larger type of labyrinth that 

you can actually physically walk.  I led 

them through a simple meditation.  But 

the prayer that really touched them the 

most was the Walking Prayer. 

 We took a scripture verse, in 

this case Psalm 46:10 ñBe still and 

know that I am God,ò and walked in 

random patterns around the Parlor say-

ing it and then simply breathing in and 

out thinking it.  After a time, we short-

ened it but continued to walk and 

breathe.  Then we shortened it again.  

And again.  Until we got to simply 

ñBe.ò 

 When we sat down and dis-

cussed what had happened during their 

time praying, the class realized they 

had become peaceful and centered.  I 

asked them if it was hard to concen-

trate with Mr. Sansone and Mr. Moder 

shouting back and forth to each other 

in the breezeway, and they hadnôt even 

heard them!  They were so deeply ab-

sorbed by the prayer that they didnôt 

get distracted by the noise around 

them.  This was a powerful realization.  

They now had firsthand experience

After investigating the floor damage 

inside the breezeway I have found that the 

roots of the Cherry tree have grown into and 

clogged our underground drainage pipes and 

the gutters, and have lifted the concrete inside 

the breezeway.  
 

After bringing this before session it was de-

cided that, due to safety and to prevent fur-

ther damage to the breezeway, the tree is too 

large for that area and must be removed. We 

know this is a sensitive subject for many peo-

ple so we decided to wait until after the 

Cherry tree blooms so everyone can enjoy the 

beauty of the tree one last time.
