As you may recall, a couple of years ago | wrote an article for the
Bell Ringer regarding our amazing experience upon returning
from Heifer with our family, as well as Brittney and Doug Moder. We witnessed the true
kindness of strangers when our minivan broke down, and we had to stop at a service sta-
tion and wait for hours. Three different individuals displayed their warm hearts to us
when we were in great need.

Believe it or not, it happened again! What's especially touching about this story is that it
involves "New Yorkers", who unfortunately have a reputation for being supposedly
"nasty”. Even more interestingly, all three events occurred involving the subway, which
many people prefer to avoid, like the Plague. What we experienced was pure, unadulter-
ated kindness. This past Thursday, which was a glorious day, being that it was Spring
Break, we decided to take a trip into New York City. We parked at the Queens Center
and took the subway in from there. While on the subway, Frank was looking at the map,
trying to determine at which stop we should get off, when a young woman with two chil-
dren asked us if she could be of assistance, because she rides the subway often and knows
her way around well. We told her where we wanted to go, and she told us at which stop
to get off. Our next encounter occurred much later in the day, when we were going up-
town. Frank, Brian and Kira all swiped the Metro Card and got through fine. However,
when it was my time, it wouldn't let me through and kept saying "Insufficient Amount". |
tried to go to the Metro Card machine, but one was being repaired, and the other two
were not accepting bills. | was about to go to the ticket booth, when a very kind woman
offered to let me use her Metro Card, saying that she'd been through this, and she knew
what it felt like. After seeing a wonderful Broadway show, we headed back to the sub-
way for our trip home. There were three or four possible different trains we could have
taken home, and we were discussing which one we thought would be best. A young man
who had been sitting while waiting for his train overheard our conversation, got up from

his seat, walked over to us and asked us where we were going and if we needed help. We
told him we were going to the Queens Center, and he told us the best train to take! After
this happened, | said to Kira, "Remember what happened when we got stuck in Heifer -
those three people who helped us? Well, the same thing just happened today!" | can't ex-
plain how truly blessed we all felt...random acts of kindness have unimaginable power.
